Message from the President:





With the year coming to a close it’s time to start thinking about paying your 2011 Society 162 dues.  Dues can be paid in person before/after all Society meetings or you can mail them to our Financial Secretary, Linda Alexander, 1059 Mollno, Wyandotte, MI  48192.





Like the previous year, 2010 was difficult economically for our society.  In the past two years we have incurred the following expenses:


$11,000 -  Roof repairs


$7,200 – New Heating/Cooling unit for the dance studio/lounge


$3,000 – Seal Coat & re-stripe parking lot


1,000 – New stove/oven in kitchen


$1,700 – New garbage disposal


$2,000 – New refrigerator in kitchen


We also have a very large expense that will need to happen in the not so distant future.  Our 3 remaining heating/cooling units are old and starting to need more and more repairs.  In a short time they will need to be replaced altogether.  We received the first preliminary bid for this and it will cost approximately $30,000 - $45,000 to replace those units.





This is just a partial list of some of the more major expenditures.  The costs of keeping the building up, insurance, utilities etc. are also increasing each year while our bank account continues to decrease.  The Officers and Board of Directors are continuing efforts to reduce costs.  However, the income isn’t coming in like it used to and the expenses have increased causing us to make some tough decisions and suspend certain activities and expenditures again this year.  





I would like to thank everyone who has participated in our fundraising efforts, it is greatly appreciated!  Please try to support our fundraising activities and help keep the society going for us and future generations.  Support PRCU Bingo Mondays & Fridays at 6:15 pm in the hall.  Don’t forget our daily 3-digit lottery raffle that is held during the months of February, April, June, August, October and December.  The cost is only $10 for the month and you can win $25, $100 or $200 if your number comes in.  I would also like you to see the enclosed information on our new Jack of Hearts 70/30 raffle.
